Using a story from Motsa's Khulumani Sive: 

(a) 	Illustrate any two of the major effects of reading fiction for your form IV class. 
[10 Marks] 

(b) 	Write questions that would help you and your class discuss the plot summary. 
Make sure that you provide answers for the questions and also that they start 
from the exposition through to a build up to the climax and down to the 
denouement. [15 Marks1
